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Proclamation No. 238/2015

The Amhara National Regional State Mines

Resource Development Expansion Agency
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Establishment Proclamation

WHERE AS, though the contribution of the sector of
mining is entirely high for the regional economy
development, especially for job opportunity, it is not
supported in a suitable organizational structure,
enabling to promote the sector’s contribution as the
expected level, and for the realization of same it is
thus found appropriate to establish an autonomous

intsitution;
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WHERE AS, pursuant to sub-article /1/ of Article /54/

of the Federal Government mining works

proclamation No. 678/2010, as revised with a
Proclamation No. 816/2013 , the artisanal mining
license and various small mining license; the survey,
investigation and withholding licensces, concerning to
the construction and industrial mining licenses for
inland invest tors, the small scale indistrial mining
licences, as well as, the small and large scale
construction mining licenses, to the excluding mining
from strategical mining , also it is stipulated for
rendering the certificate of discovery as a responsibility

of regional license rendering;

WHERE AS, the mines transfer and the crafting
licence, as well as, the certificate of trade competence
is authorized to the regional governments, pursuant to
the issued Proclamation No0.651/2009 to expand and

control the precious mines marketing;

WHERE AS, owing to the fact that illegal minerals
exploitation and trading is spreading from time to time,
it is believed important to facilitate the condition by
putting in place an appropriate controlling mechanism
to change the situation in order for the resource to be
economically kept and developed without causing
damage to the public and transfer same to the coming

generation;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of Amhara Region,
in accordance with the powers vested in it under sub-
article 3/1/ of Article /49/ of the Revised National
issues  this

Constitution of the Region, hereby

proclamation.
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PART ONE

General Provisions

1. Short Title
This proclamation may be cited as “the Mines
Resource  Development  Expansion  Agency
Establishment Proclamation No. 238/2015.”’

2. Definition

Unless the context requires otherwise, in this

proclamation:

1) “Mines” means any mineral substance of
economic value, whether in solid, liquid or
gaseous from , occuring naturally on or within the
earth or in under water and which was fromed by
or subjected to aegological process, and any
mineral occuring in residue stockpiles or in

residue deposits shall not include the following :

a/ other water except the geothermal water that shall
serve for bathing, recreational and medical
pirposes or like brines mining that shall serve for

producing mining in same;

b/ the natural gas and pertoleum that shall be included,

as defined in the relevant petroleum law;

¢/ loam soil or top soil and oil rock or oil shale;
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2) “ Artisanal Mining” means a mining operation that
is mostly of manual nature and the employeed
works do not involve in same , that shall be
carried out with regard to individuals or minor
and small enterprises of the gold , plateneum;
and other precious minerals, metal, salt, the clay

soil and other minerals;

3) “ Small Scale Mining Operations” means any
mining operation of which the annual run-off mine

ore does not exceed from the following:

a/ regarding gold, platinum, silver and other precious

and semiprecious minerals:

i. 100,000m® for placer operation ;

ii. 75,000 tons for primary deposit mining;

b/ regarding metalic minerals such as iron, lead, copper

and nickel:

1. 150,000 tons for open pit mining ;
2. 75, 000 tons for under ground mining
operation;

¢/ 120,000 tons for industrial minerals such as kaolin,

bentonite, diatomite, dolomite,quartz and coal,
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d/ regarding construction minerals:
1. 80,000 m® for sand, gravel, pumice, ignimbrite,

clay and the like;

2. 10,000 m®> for dimension stones such as marble
and granite;

e/ regarding geothermal deposit:

1. 2,000,000 m®> for bathing , recreational and

medicinal purpose;

2. 25 mega watt or geothermal steam capable of
generating equivalent power for industrial and

other purposes;

f/ 14,000 tons for salts extracted from briners;

4) “ Large Scale Mining Operations” means any
mining operation which produce more than the
annual run off mine that indicated in sub-article /3/
of this Article, unless the mining operations of the

precious or semi-precious menirals;

5) “Person” means any natural or juridical person;

6) “Bureau” means the amhara National Regional

State  Techinc vocation and Enterprises

Development bureau.
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PART TWO

Establishment, Accountability, Objective,
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Powers and Organizational Structure of the

3. Establishment and Accountability

1) The Amhara National Regional State Mines
resource development expansion agency, herein
after referred to as “ the Agency” is

hereby

established as an autonomous Regional

Government Institution, under this

proclamation;

2) The Agency shall be accountable to the Bureau.

4. Objectives
The Agency shall have the following objectives,
pursuant to this proclamation:

1. facilitate the condition to support the effort
made to get out of poverty through the
development of mineral and resources found in
the Region and making same contribute their

benefit to the economy;

2. make the necessary control and protection that

mineral resources not to be wasted, the

environment  remains  unpolluted and
undamaged in time of exploitation , and thereby

transfers same to the coming generation.

5.Head Office
Head Office of the Agency shall be in Bahir Dar

Town, as deemed as necessary, it may establish

branch or coordinating offices in another place.
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6. Powers and Duties of the Agency

The agency shall have the following particular

powers and duties, pursuant to this proclamation:

conduct studies so as to expand mineral
resource development in the region; and
cause to be undertaken by others; separate
the regional pentiful mineral resources with
kind and amount with regard to these
studies;

Perform in coordination with the appropiate
Federal Government bodies in view of

conducting the geological study and

researches of geology in the Region;

initiate and encourage through undertaking
various promotion activities that private
investors take part broadly in mineral
resource development activities;

put an appropriate effort with regard to
improving the organization of the sector and
building its capacity so that it makes
effective contribution for higher economic
growth;

ensure and supervise that laws promulgated
in the country concerning to minerals are
implemented in the region;

issue, renew and cancel, in cooperation with
the pertinent bodies , license of mineral
resources’  exploitation,  investigation,
finding, and production exploitation being
undertaken traditionally small, special small
and in large scale;

follow up and supervise the precious or
minerals’

semiprecious productivity,

marketing and administration in the region;
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8) support traditional and small scale mineral
exploitation ~ works,  encourage  the
realization of job opportunity that shall
enable citizens to be organized with micro
and small institutions and apply in same of
the region; render license and supervise

thereof;

9) put in place the necessary controlling
system and thereby supervise to restrain any
illegal exploitation of products and
transfering activity of mineral resources;
cause minerals found illegally seized

properly kept and get a verdict thereof;

10) collect charges of royalty and other related
services gained in the process pf exploiting

mineral resources;

11) collect, analyze and organize informarion
relating to minerals; and distribute to

beneficiaries;

12) may pariticipate in share not go beyond the
authorized amount based on the appropriate
mining resource development expansion

laws;

13) own property, inter into contracts, sue and
be sued,
14) carry out other legal functions necessary to

achieve its objectives.
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7. Organizational Structure

The Agency shall have the following bodies,
pursuant to this proclamation:

1) General and Vice Director appointed with the
Head of the Regon;

2) Professionals and other

supporting  staffs,

necessary for the work.

8.Powers and Duties of the General

Director

1) The General Director, being the main executive
body of the agency shall implement the agency’s
powers and duties rendered, under Article/6/ of
this proclamation;

2) Without prejudice to the General provision
stipulated under sub-article /1/ of this Article, the
General Director:

a/ direct over and coordinate the agency’s day-to-
day activities;

b/ recruit, administer, promote and fire the agency’s
employees, pursuant to the regional civil service

laws;

¢/ prepare and submit the agency’s work program and
the implementable budget draft to the Regional
Government with regard to the Bureau; implement
same upon approval,

d/ open book account and circulate money on behalf of
the agency;

e/ represent the agency in its dealings with other third
parties;

f/ submit periodic reports to the Bureau and the
Regional Government Council, concerning to its

activities;
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g/ may transfer part of its powers and duties with
delegation to the subordinate heads and other
employees of the agency with the necessity

amount of efficiency of the agency.

9. Vice Director

The Vice Director of the agency, being accountable to

the Feneral Director, shall:

1. carry out activities that shall be selected and
rendered to him by the General Director;

2. act on behalf of him, where in the absence or
inability of the General Director to carry out his
activities.

PART THREE

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

10. Budget
Budget of the agency shall be allocated with the

Regional Government.

11. Recording and Audit of the Book Accounts

1) The agency shall keep the accurate and complete

book accounts;

2) The books of account and other financial or property
related documents belonging to the agency shall be
audited by the Office of the Auditor General or a

body delegated with him on periodic basis.

12. Repealed and Inapplicable Laws

1) An Issued Proclamation No. 100/2004 to establish
the Amhara National Regional Sate of the Mines
and Rural Energy Resource Development

Expansion Office is repealed and replaced with

this proclamation, concerning to the Mines

Resource Development and supervision works;
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2) Any law, regulation, directives or customary
practice inconsistent with this proclamation shall
not be applicable on matters provided in this

proclamation.

13. Transfer of Rights and Obligations

The rendered rights and obligations to the established
Mines and Rural Energy Resource Development
Expansion Office previously with a proclamation No.
100/2004 concerning to the Regional Mines Resource
Development and supervision works, have been

transfered to the newly established Regional Mines

Resource Development Expansion Agency.
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14. Power to Issue Requlation and Directives

1) The Regional Government Council may issue
regulations necessary for the full implementation

of this proclamation provisions;

2) The Bureau may issue particular directirves
necessary for the full implementation of this
proclamation and regulations to be issued,

pursuant to this proclamation.

15. Effective Date

This proclamation shall come into force as of the

official of its publication in the Zikre-Hig

Gazzettee of the Regional State.
