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PROCLAMATION NO.7/2008

A PROCLAMATION ENACTED FOR THE
IMPLEMENTATION OF DIRE DAWA
ADMINISTRATION BUSINESS PROCESS
RE-ENGINEERING PROGRAM

WHERE AS, its the laws and customary
practices on being used by the offices found
in the administration that are found not
enabling for the implementation of the new
findings of the Business process re-
engineering program.

WHERE AS, its necessitated to create a
conducive condition to implement the study
of the Business Process Re-engineering in a
productive manner; in-order to, delivery an
accountable, fast and expeditious service in
our endeavor to get out of poverty.
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WHERE AS, its believed to make the
implementation of the Business Process Re-
engineering based on concept of democracy
and supremacy of the law.

WHERE AS, its found difficult and time
consuming to change the operating laws with
a view to implement the working procedure
and the reform of organizational structure
forced by the study; for a pilot study whose
fruitfulness is not yet ascertained.

WHERE AS, its necessitated to create a
conducive environment to ascertain the
sustainability for the encouraging economic
development being registered by the
administration by promoting good governa-
nce and democratization.

NOW, THEREFORE, Dire Dawa Administra-
tive Council in accordance with the power
vested on it by article 12(2) (a) of Dire Dawa
Administration Charter has proclaimed the
following.

1. Short Title
This proclamation may be cited as “a
proclamation enacted for the implement-
tation of the finding of Dire Dawa
Administration Business process re-
engineering program proclamation No

7/2008”

2. Definition

In this Proclamation unless the context

requires other wise;

1. “Business Process Re-engineering
study finding” means a result of the
study conducted in different work
process for several months, to enable a
fast and expeditious delivery of
service by re-organizing works in
various offices of the administration.
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2.

“Government Office” means an office
independently established by proclai-
mation or directive and administered
fully or partially by a budget allocated
by government.

3. Scope of application
1.

This proclamation is made applicable
only to those government offices;
which have been completed and
implemented there BPR study.

Not with standing sub-article 1 of this
provision to enable the applicability of
this proclamation; where the cabinet of
the administration believed its
importance in matters that do have
communality this proclamation may
be made applicable on governmental
offices which have not yet started to
conduct the study of Business Process
Re-engineering

4. Transitional provisions
1.

Governmental offices found in the
administration shall complete their
Business Process Re-engineering study
and present the same to the cabinet of
the administration for approval.

Based on the provision of sub article
(1) of this article, whenever they
implement the approved study, if the
change contradict with the working
proclamation, regulation and directi-
ves of the administration or with
customary practices, the draft law that
need an amendment shall be
presented to an organ that do have a
power to enact law in accordance with
the Dire Dawa Administration Charter
Proclamation No. 416/2004.
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5. Duration of the proclamation

This proclamation shall stay in effect only
for two years after its presented and
approved by the council

6. Power to issue regulations and
directives

1. Government offices found in the
administration may enact important
directives and regulation that decide
the way to fallow for the implement
ation of Business Process Re-engi
neering study.

2. Based on sub article (1) of this article
the cabinet of the administration may
enact regulation and directives for the
full  scale execution of  this
proclamation.

7. Effective date
This proclamation shall enter into force as
of the 15t day of November, 2008.
